*few giggles, their volume increasing till they turn into a hard laughter. Then he starts choking. He chokes during 4 seconds, then he falls silent.*

 During the choking, flashback of Richard drinking the coffee. He remebers the bad taste of the coffee. It was Laura. His eyes are wide. He dies.

A car turns the corner and stops next to the man who is standing still next to the body. The window of the driver is lowered to reveal Laura’s face. She turns back facing the wheel and the man gets in the car. The car drives into the night and it throws the newspaper flying into the night sky, while the moon is uncovered by the clouds again.
